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. Unpack the unit and confirm that you have all the hardware and required parts listed.
. Place the Table Top (A) upside down on a level and protective surface.

. Align and attach two Support Legs (B) to either end of the Table Top (A) by inserting four 27 mm Bolts
(1) with Lock Washers (2) and Flat Washers (3) through the mounting holes on the metal frame and
securely screw into the threaded sockets. Tighten the bolts with the hex wrench provided.

4. Ask for assistance to lift and rotate the unit into the upright position and move to desired location.

5. Ifnecessary, adjust the pre-attached floor levelers at the bottom of the Support Legs (B) to level the unit.

6. If you need to remove the drawer, please pull the drawer all the way out, then simultaneously push the
plastic release lever of the ball bearing slide up on one side and down on the other side, and then pull the
drawer out completely.

7. To place the drawer back, simply push the ball bearing cart all the way to the end of the slides (on both
sides) and align the slide runners on the drawer with the slide tracks on the unit and push it carefully
inside until it stops.

NOTE: If the drawer does not go in smoothly, please take it out and repeat the step.



Care and Maintenance

Use a soft, clean cloth that will not scratch the surface when dusting.

Use of furniture polish is not necessary. Should you choose to use polish, test first in an inconspicuous area.
Using solvents of any kind on your furniture may damage the finish.
