GENERAL INFORMATION, TIPS AND TRICKS

Please read the Assembly Instructions prior to assembling this product.

Remove all hardware from the box and sort by size.

Check to see that all hardware and parts are present BEFORE assembling.

Ask a friend to assist you with the assembly of this furniture.

To avoid damage, assemble the product on a sturdy, level and protective surface.
Please wait until all steps are completed before fully tightening bolts.

Make sure all screws and bolts are tightly fastened before the unit is used.
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This product is sold with two sets of Tipping Restraint Hardware Kit. You must install the Tipping Restraint
Hardware between the wall and the console to prevent any accidents or damages. When properly installed,
this restraint can provide protection against the unexpected tipping of the unit due to small tremors, bumps or
climbing. The restraint is only a deterrent and is not a substitute for proper adult supervision. Use of tip-over
restraints may only reduce, but not eliminate, the risk of tip-over.

How to adjust the European adjustable hinges on doors

Shipping may cause doors to go out of alignment. If you find that the doors need to be adjusted
slightly, turn the appropriate screw as illustrated.

2. Insert the Cam Lock into the pre-drilled large hole on the panel. Make sure the arrow on the face of Cam

Lock faces out and points towards Cam Bolt.

Take a Phillips screwdriver and rotate the Cam Lock clockwise to lock the Cam Bolt in place.

4. Plug the Cam Lock Cover into the cross slot of the Cam Lock to conceal the Cam.
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You are now ready to assemble the KD unit.

2. Align and attach the Center Support Foot (O) to the Bottom Frame (M) by using two 15 mm Bolts (13),
two Lock Washers (15) and two Flat Washers (16). Tighten the bolts with the hex wrench provided.

The floor levelers face in the same direction.
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3. Orient and attach the Bottom Frame (M) between the Support legs (N) as shown. Insert four 27 mm
Bolts (14) with Lock Washers (15) and Flat Washers (16) through the mounting holes on the Bottom

Using the pilot holes as a guide, fasten the Top Reinforcement Tube (L) to the bottom of Top Panel (A)
with four 40 mm Pan Head Screws (4). Tighten the screws with a Phillips screwdriver (not provided).

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8. Glue four Wood Dowels (3) into the inner holes on the Panels (C, D and E). Make sure that you use a
small amount of glue with both ends of all dowels.

NOTE: It is very important to use a small amount of glue on both ends of dowels and wipe off the
excess glue immediately with a damp cloth.

Turn the Cam Locks
with a Phillips screwdriver until securely locked onto the Cam Bolts.

12. Align and attach the Top Panel (A) to the Side Panels (C, D and E) by engaging six Cam Locks (1).Turn
the Cam Locks (1) with a Phillips screwdriver until securely locked onto the cam bolts.

13. Now, go back and tighten all Cam Locks and Screws. Make sure that all the parts are tight and there are
no gaps between the pieces. This will help keep the unit square.

14. Ask for assistance to flip the unit around at its front edge as shown.

15. Unfold the Back Panel (J) and lay it to the back edges of the assembled unit properly. Make sure that the
drilled corner holes run against the warning label overlap the pilot holes on the back corner of the Top
Panel (A). Attach the Back Panel (J) in place with the provided washer head screws (6).

NOTE: We recommend attaching back panel with the screws at the corners first.

20. Pick up Right Door (G) and attach the installed Door Hinges (P) to the Right Side Panel (E), using the
pilot holes as a guide. Turn four 15 mm Nickel Flat Head Screws (9) a few turns through the CENTERS
of the oval holes in the hinges. Move the door up or down to the desired position. Tighten the screws
with a Phillips screwdriver. Make sure that both door hinges engage and function properly.

21. Proceed to finish fastening the Right Door (G) to the Right Side Panel (E), using four 15 mm Nickel
Flat Head Screws (9) through the round holes in the hinges.

22. Repeat the same process to attach the two Left Doors (F) to the Left Side Panel (C) and Partiton Panel
(D) respectively.

23. Open and close the doors to make sure they are aligned and shut correctly. If necessary, adjust the
screws for a good fit.
